In today's lecture we're going to be talking about experiments, and | thought it
might be interesting for you all to learn about the world's oldest continuously
running laboratory experiment that is still going today. In fact, it holds the
Guinness World Record for being the longest-running experiment. This
experiment began in 1927 and has been going ever since.

20 minutes, during which time the pitch dropped.

In the previous sentence Alice mentions rabbits and then she goes on to discuss
the peculiarity of her situation. The next sentence reinforces the idea stated in
sentence F (about her life now being rather curious): ‘I do wonder what could
happen to me!’

The previous sentence also uses the word ‘fairy tales'.

The phrase ‘never to be an old woman..’ in the next sentence semantically refers
to the idea of ‘growing older’.

‘But’ refers to the fact that Alice had to stop her inner conversation. The next
paragraph proves it since it has the word ‘voice’ in it. So, the reader is to gather
that now the conversation runs with somebody else involved.

The next sentence contains an instruction (‘Fetch me my gloves this moment!’),
so clearly the first part of the direct speech should contain a form of address.
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19. 1

The previous sentence contains the word ‘door’, the following sentence contains
the word ‘window'. The missing sentence provides enough information to

connect these two items: since Alice istoo big to go through the door, she decided
to use the window.

The previous sentence: ‘she suddenly spread out her hand, and made a snhatch in

the air'. The missing sentence introduces the result of this action: ‘She did not get
hold of anything'.
